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Budget Request Summary 

The California Conservation Corps (CCC) is requesting a one-time budget augmentation of $409,000 for FY 2016-17 
funded by the Coll ins-Dugan Reimbursement Account Fund. This request will fund necessary consultant services for 
project management, quality management. Independent Project Oversight Consultant (IPOC), system architect, and 
Independent Verification and Validation (IV&V) consultants to complete the department's priority information 
technology project C^ which was approved via a Feasibility Study Report (FSR) on April 1, 2014. This need for 
increased funding is caused by a four-month schedule extension from July 1, 2016 thru October 3 1 , 2016 to allow for 
completion of rework on early deliverables submitted by subcontractor that did not meet CCC's quality objectives, and 
initial testing of the Projects Module failed quality review, requiring more in-depth review and oversight by CCC's 
technical resources, including the addition of a system architect. 
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A. Budget R e q u e s t S u m m a r y 

The Cal i fornia Conservat ion Corps (CCC) is requesting a one-t ime budget augmentat ion of $409,000 
for FY 2016-17 funded by the Col l ins-Dugan Reimbursement Account Fund. Th is request will fund 
necessary consul tant services for project management , quality management . Independent Project 
Overs ight Consul tant ( IPOC), system architect, and Independent Veri f icat ion and Val idat ion (IV&V) 
consul tants to comple te the depar tment 's priority information technology project C^ which was 
approved via a Feasibi l i ty Study Report (FSR) on Apri l 1, 2014. Th is need for increased funding is 
caused by a four -month schedule extension f rom July 1, 2016 thru October 3 1 , 2016 to allow for 
complet ion of rework on early del iverables submit ted by subcontractor that did not meet CCC's quality 
object ives, and initial testing of the Projects Module fai led quali ty review, requir ing more in-depth review 
and overs ight by CCC 's technical resources. 

B. Background /H is tory 

C A D C A R S B a c k g r o u n d 

The C C C has come to rely on the legacy system, the CCC Automated Data Col lect ion and Report ing 
System ( C A D C A R S ) , to meet its crit ical program and business needs by del iver ing information that 
measures CCC 's ef fect iveness in del ivering the work and educat ional object ives of the program. The 
CCC deve loped C A D C A R S in the 1980's al lowing f ield and headquarters users to easily access, track, 
and measure p rogram accompl ishments . The CCC program staff depends on the availability of 
C A D C A R S to admin is ter co rpsmember pay and corpsmember educat ional programs, as well as track 
aggregate project hours , project costs, accompl ishments, per formance measures, re imbursement 
revenue (bi l l ings), a n d emergency response efforts. 

The C C C generates about 39 percent of its operat ing budget through the per formance of public service 
conservat ion work projects wh ich are billed to sponsor ing organizat ions. C A D C A R S tracks all hours 
that co rpsmembers w o r k on these projects, provides the ability to invoice for all project expenses, and 
creates an audi table record. Th is sys tem tracks mill ions of hours of emergency and resource 
conservat ion project work completed each year, and is critical to the department 's ability to capture 
data, measure ou tcomes , and report on its ability to meet strategic per formance measures and 
legislative manda tes . 

The C A D C A R S legacy system is wr i t ten in Clipper programming language with an Advantage 
Database server as its data repository. It was developed to use a part icular hardware, HP ML 370 G2 
using Novell 5.1 S P 6 operat ing sys tem. Support for this specif ic hardware and operat ing system 
ceased in 2005, thereby increasing the risk of losing the system to hardware problems, viruses or 
unsuppor table appl icat ions. The inability to cont inue security patches and upgrades to the hardware 
and software of the sys tem places personal identif iable information of over 50,000 individuals at risk. 

The last Civil Serv ice IT staff that suppor ted CADCARS left the C C C in October 2 0 0 1 . Since then, this 
legacy sys tem has b e e n suppor ted by contractors. The obsolescence of this sys tem makes it 
increasingly diff icult fo r the C C C to f ind trained civil service personnel and/or contractors to support the 
sys tem. 

Project B a c k g r o u n d 

Over the last four years , the C C C has undertaken an extensive effort to perform business process 
analysis. The analys is targeted C C C corpsmember information management , wi th particular focus on 
analyzing co rpsmember development , t imekeeping, work projects, health and safety, and performance 
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management . The result of the analysis showed the CCC's process for managing corpsmember 
informat ion is util izing a legacy system based on 1980's technology, mult iple Access databases, 
mult iple spreadsheets, paper forms and manual processes. These archaic, error-prone, t ime 
consuming and labor-prone intensive processes impede the department 's ability to meet the evolving 
needs of its corpsmembers . 

To efficiently achieve the department 's mission and comply with its governing Publ ic Resources Code 
sect ions, the C C C needs to re-engineer its core business processes. This re-engineer ing effort will 
s t reaml ine manua l processes, el iminate redundant databases, spreadsheets and paper forms, and 
replace the legacy database system (CADCARS) . 

A Feasibil i ty Study Repor t (FSR) was submit ted to the Department of Technology in January 2014. 
The FSR was approved on Apri l 1 , 2014. Procurement activit ies cont inued through November 2014 
and the System Integrat ion Contract was awarded on January 5, 2015. Project Kick-off was on 
January 12, 2015. 

R e s o u r c e History 

Finance Letter (FL) 1 4 - 0 1 , wh ich requested funding for addit ional staff, one- t ime implementat ion, and 
ongoing costs for the C^ project, was approved. The approved project costs also included $392,000 in 
FY 2016-17 for a Sof tware as a Service (SaaS) Integration, Quali ty Management , Independent 
Val idat ion and Ver i f icat ion (IV & V) , Cal tech Oversight, and Project Management services. 

On December 5, 2014 , bids were received by two viable SaaS integration vendors . Both bids cal led for 
an implementat ion schedu le that will conclude in FY 2015-16. The contract w a s awarded to Global 
Touchpoints , Inc. T h e schedule proposed by Global Touchpoints projected for complet ion of the 
project is in May 2016 , four months earl ier than anticipated in FL 14-01 . 

In February 2015, C C C submit ted Finance Letter 15-04, request ing that $392,000 be shifted f rom FY 
2016-17 to FY 2015-16 . This shift was predicated on the original contractor 's proposal that all work 
would be completed wi th in FY 2015-16. 

The vendor has w o r k e d on this project for the past twelve months. Early del iverables submit ted by 
Global Touchpoin ts d id not meet CCC 's quality object ives, and initial test ing of the Projects Module 
fai led qual i ty review, requir ing more t ime for in-depth review and oversight by CCC 's technical 
resources. A s such , rework is being conducted and the schedule has been ex tended to October 2016. 

A system architect has been added to the project to assist in the quali ty of the des ign and deliverables 
of the project Consu l tant contracts for project management , quali ty management , and IV&V services 
are projected to exp i re in June 2016; therefore, addit ional funds are needed to fund these required 
consul tant services dur ing 2016-17 until the project is completed.

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C . Sta te Leve l Cons idera t ions 

The C C C supports and al igns with the Cali fornia Natural Resources Agency 's (CNRA) mission "To restore, 
protect, and manage the state's natural and cultural resources for current and future generat ions using 
creat ive approaches and solut ions based on science, col laboration and respect for all the communit ies and 
interests involved." PRC Sect ion 14300 (i) mandates the CCC to assist depar tments within the CNRA in 
develop ing rehabil i tat ing, and restoring parklands, recreational facilit ies, and historical resources; restoring 
sa lmon and steelhead spawning, nursery, and rearing habitat; restoring and preserving wildlife habitat; and 
enhanc ing reforestat ion in both urban and rural areas. In addit ion, the C C C provides a cost-effective 
opt ion for State, Federal , and Local Agenc ies to contract services to complete conservat ion related work 
projects. Examples of these services include fire fuel load reduction and mit igat ion, levee repair, park 
main tenance, coastal f isher ies protect ion, trail bui lding, oil spill c leanup, energy conservat ion, and wildlife 
habitat restorat ion. PRC Sect ion 14315 requires that state agencies consider ing the use of contracted 
labor g ive priority to the C C C when its mission and the nature of the project are substantial ly consistent. 

A l though the dollar amount of this proposal does not exceed the $5,000,000 or the 20 percent threshold as 
required by BL 15-13, C C C has submi t ted a Special Project Report (SPR) on January 15, 2016, as the 
project schedule, funding requirements, and allocation of funds have changed. 

D. Just i f icat ion 

All approved funding for this project has been commit ted in consultant services as funded. The CCC is 
request ing an addit ional $409,000 in FY 2016-17 to fund consultant services that are crit ical to the success 
of the C^ project. Current project ions based on monthly burn rate of $63,000 indicate that the funds for the 
Project Management , Qual i ty Management , IPOC, and IV&V resources will be expended by June 2016. 
The f inal phase of the project is scheduled to go into product ion on September 30, 2016. Cont inued 
project training and project c loseout activit ies are expected to complete by October 3 1 , 2016, as identif ied 
in the SPR. 

Addi t ional t ime and effort have been expended by consultant resources to help resolve a number of issues 
wi th Sys tem Integration del iverables. These issues have been documented in project Correct ive Act ion 
Plans. The Correct ive Ac t ion Plans are included as an at tachment to this F inance Letter. 

Th is request is i temized as fol lows: 

Project Manager ($81,400) - The Project Manager is responsible for the day- to-day management of the 
CCC resources ass igned to the project and is the single point of contact wi th the System Integrator (Global 
Touchpoints , Inc.), the Resources Agency , and the Department of Technology IPOC. The Project Manager 
mainta ins project plans, the project budget, and the project schedule. Status meet ings and the Executive 
Steer ing Commit tee meet ings are faci l i tated by the Project Manager. 

Qual i ty Manager ($106,380) ~ The Qual i ty Manager is responsible for ensur ing that all business and 
technical requirements are met by the System Integrator. The Quality Manager evaluates system 
deve lopment and conf igurat ion standards, compar ing them to the standards documentat ion establ ished by 
the project team. The Qual i ty Manager reviews the System Integrator's test results and provides approval 
to move the code to User Acceptance Test ing and then to Product ion. The Quali ty Manager writes the 
User Acceptance Test p lans and manages the User Acceptance Test process. 

IV&V ($63,250) - The I V & V resources provide of the project management and system integration 
processes. The IV&V prov ide independent report ing to the State control agencies, the California Natural 
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Resources Agency and the CCC. This service is required by the Department of Techno logy and serves a 
vital funct ion by helping to ensure that the project remains on track. 

Sys tem Archi tect ($110,200) ~ A system architect wi th extensive Salesforce.com engineer ing exper ience 
has been added to the project. Thus far, the system architect has helped refine and more deeply al ign the 
system design to C C C goals. The cost of the system architect is $112,500 through the life of the project. 
Since the original integrat ion contract was $2,300 below the author ized amount ($1,340,000 contract vs 
$1,342,300 approved) , this f inance letter is request ing $110,200 budget augmentat ion for the system 
architect. 

Depar tment of Techno logy / IPOC ($47,680) - The IPOC provides independent project management 
oversight gu idance in conformance with the IT Project Management Framework and the Statewide 
Information Managemen t Manual . The IPOC reports project progress to the Depar tment of Technology 
and the Resources Agency and is required to cont inue with the project until project complet ion. CCC 
requests a $47,680 budget augmentat ion for the Depar tment of Technology oversight costs for f ive 
months, f rom July 1, 2016 through November 30, 2016. Effective July 1, 2015, the oversight costs 
increased f rom $6,400/month to $9,380/month. The augmentat ion request assumes four months of 
implementat ion and one month of project wrap-up, as well as an est imated two percent rate increase 
start ing July 1, 2016. T h e potential rate increase was included to ensure that C C C is not caught short­
s ighted (as in FY 2015-16) and wil l be fully funded for this project in FY 2016-17.
